QUALITY ASSURANCE

Sheryl is currently working with the State program to create an online Quality
Assurance Training for youth enrolled in beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, horse, and
rabbits. Howard County will be a test pilot county for 2010, therefore, 4-H'ers will
be taking the Quality Assurance Training online. As plans are finalized, all 4-H'ers
enrolled in beef, sheep, swine, goat, horse, rabbit and poultry projects will be
receiving detailed information shortly. All youth enrolled in the projects mentioned
above will be contacted with details.

2010 MARKET LIVESTOCK RATE-OF-GAIN PROGRAM

Market Livestock (beef steers, market lambs, market pigs, and market goats) must
gain a certain amount of weight per day to show in market classes at the 2010
Howard County Fair. Weight gain per day is calculated from weigh-in/tag day to
weigh-in at the County Fair. There are several weight check days scheduled at the
Fairgrounds scale for 4-H'ers to check market animals’ weight. Dates are listed in
the 4-H calendar.

Beef - 2.0 pounds of gain per day

Sheep - .40 pounds of gain per day

Swine - 1.5 pounds of gain per day

Goat - .20 pounds of gain per day

SHEEP & WOOL SKILLATHON

The 2010 Sheep & Wool Skillathon will be held on Sunday, May 2nd, 8 a.m. - 12 noon,
at the Maryland Sheep & Wool Festival at the Howard County Fairgrounds in West
Friendship, Maryland. The Sheep & Wool Skillathon is open to any youth between the
ages of 8 and 18. Individuals and teams (of 3 or 4) from any county, state, or
province may participate. Youth compete according to the 4-H age (age as of January
Ist of the current year). Livestock Skillathons give youth the opportunity to blend
knowledge and skills acquired in livestock judging, demonstrations, and care and
exhibition of animals into a single activity. They consist of a series of stations where
youth are tested on their knowledge and abilities related to livestock. Youth do not
need o own livestock in order to participate.

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TAIL DOCKING POLICY

The 2010 Maryland 4-H Tail Docking Policy remains unchanged from 2009. 4-H lambs
should be docked no shorter than the distal end of the caudal tail fold. The caudal fold
is a flap of skin attached to the underside of the tail near the rectum and is clearly
visible when the tail is lifted. Lambs docked in this manner will have a minimum tail
length of 0.7 inches at the time of show. Purchased lambs (market and breeding)
should have a minimum tail length of 1.4 inches at the time of "weaning." This gives a
high probability that the lamb's tail will measure at least 0.7 inches at the time of
show. 4-Hers should use the DeTail device to select lambs that have been properly
docked.

In 2010, compliance with the Maryland 4-H Tail Docking Policy will be VOLUNTARY.
Lamb tails (docks) will not be officially measured at Maryland 4-H activities. No lambs
will be disqualified from showing due to tail length, unless the short dock results ina
rectal prolapse. Any sheep or lamb that exhibits a rectal prolapse at a 4-H activity will
be ineligible for the activity and sent home by the Extension Educator, Sheep
Superintendent, or other appropriately deemed individual. The following will be used
as a guideline to determine occurrence of a rectal prolapse:

"A rectal prolapse is defined as an inversion of the rectum that protrudes 4 cm

(1.6 in.) or more outside the body and remains exterior to the body while the animal is
standing." If alamb is observed with a rectal prolapse (by one of the above people) and
in the future is not observed with a rectal prolapse, it is still classified as having a
rectal prolapse. This was the criteria used in the 2003 multi-year study published in
the Journal of Animal Science that established a scientific link between tail length and
the incidence of rectal prolapses in lambs fed concentrate diets. Questions about
